Heidelberg via Switzerland to Vicenza, IT:

Travel south on A-5 towards Basel--(220km).  Look in ESSO map for last ESSO station in Germany. Obtain road tax sticker at Swiss/German border--(approx. 50 Marks).   In Basel follow signs for A-2 south towards Luzern, Switzerland. Then towards Milan, Italy--(400 km).   Upon entering Italy follow the signs for the Milano EST/A-4 exit. Follow A-4 east until you get to the Vicenza EST exit--(240 km).   After paying toll (approx. 30,000 lira), drive straight for 1 km until you arrive at a curve to the right.  Follow the curve, but then merge to the left after the curve, as you reach a T-intersection. After you take the left, drive straight for 500 meters and drive down the ramp, right of the bridge. DO NOT GO OVER THE BRIDGE.  Stay in the left lane for both of the lights. After the second light, turn left  under the bridge and follow the curve to the right. Then, drive 400 meters and you will arrive at the front gate to Caserma Ederle.  Pass through the gate and proceed straight down the main avenue until 8th street (the fifth street on the left). Turn left onto 8th street. After approximately 200 meters you will pass Davis Hall on the right, and the next parking lot on the right is the Brigade staff parking lot.

Heidelberg via Austria to Vicenza, IT:

Travel south on A-5 to A-6 east. Travel on A-6 until you get to Heilbronn--(60 km).  In Heilbronn travel south on A-81 to Stuttgart--(50 km).  In Stuttgart follow signs to A-8. Travel on the A-8 towards the city of Ulm--(80 km).   From Ulm stay on A-8 towards Munich--(120 km).    Stay on A-8/A-99 around Munich towards Rosenheim--(60 km south of Munich).   In Rosenheim get on A-93 towards Innsbruck--(100 km).  Look on ESSO map for last ESSO station in Germany.   Purchase the Austrian toll sticker at the border--(approx. 11 Marks).    In Austria the A-93 will turn to A-12, take this road towards Innsbruck.  Drive through Innsbruck and stay on A-12 towards Brennero--(pay Austrian toll 16,000 lira) (40 km).   Just passed Brennero there is an AGIP gas station, where you can use the Italian fuel coupons.  In Italy the A-12 will turn to A-22.   Stay on this road all the way to Verona--(260 km).   You will drive through Bolzana and Trento before getting to Verona.  Once in Verona, exit onto the Verona EST/A-4 exit.  Follow A-4 east to the Vicenza EST exit. After paying toll (approx. 30,000 lira), drive straight for 1 km until you arrive at a curve to the right.  Follow the curve, but then merge to the left after the curve, as you reach a T-intersection. After you take the left, drive straight for 500 meters and drive down the ramp, right of the bridge. DO NOT GO OVER THE BRIDGE.  Stay in the left lane for both of the lights. After the second light, turn left  under the bridge and follow the curve to the right. Then, drive 400 meters and you will arrive at the front gate to Caserma Ederle.  Pass through the gate and proceed straight down the main avenue until 8th street (the fifth street on the left).
